HAPPY EASTER! Happy April Fool’s Day! Sometimes, these two days
collide on the calendar. Sometimes April Fool’s collides with Palm/Passion
Sunday. When serving in Shelby, NC, this was the case. Richard, who had
been planning since the year before, carried off one of the best April Fool’s
jokes- on me. He contacted everyone in the congregation to switch up
their seats after entering the Sanctuary in the Palm Parade. He stealthily
passed the reminder on Palm/Passion Sunday as we gathered outside,
calling “Hosanna!” With looks like cats that ate canaries, they all sat down
in the opposite places from where they usually sat! The Sanctuary was a
reverse mirror image! | noticed it right away.

Well! Well! Welll What a strange turn of events! The passage for that day
was from Paul’s first letter to the Church at Corinth. “For the message of
the cross is foolishness to those who are perishing, but to us who are being
saved it is the power of God.” (1 Cor. 1:18-26) Subsequently, this passage is
one of my “go-to” passages to help explain the paradoxical nature of Jesus’
incarnation, death and resurrection. God used vulnerability and weakness
to demonstrate strength and love. How foolish!

The reverse mirror image of the people of Hoyle Memorial Church is clear
in my mind. We can look at others as if we are looking into the mirror
through God’s image. When we can see others in the same way that God
sees them, disagreements will lessen, intolerance will dissipate. When we
can offer others the same love and grace we have received from God, we
are living into Jesus’ second commandment: “love others the way that you
love yourself.”(Matthew 22:39)

Weakness, vulnerability, signs of peace, foolishness...God employs these
qualities rather than power, steely strength, war and wisdom to show us
love in Christ. May we similarly use these crazy and unexpected tools to
spread the Good News!
