Eligibility: Brevard First United Methodist Church Foundation supports the missions of our congregation by providing grants to organizations, groups, and individuals for charitable, educational, environmental, literary, religious, or scientific projects. 

Only Brevard First United Methodist ministries and 501(c)(3) nonprofit organizations are eligible to apply for funding. All grant recipients must expend funds by December 31 of the year grant is received.

Purpose Statement: “Christ’s people, drawn together in love, moving out to serve.” 

Drawing from our mission and purpose statement, successful projects and programs will:
· Enhance the impact of ministries within the congregation (Christian education, children’s ministries, youth ministries, adult ministries, music, worship, etc.)

· Help the church thrive and serve faithfully into the future.
· Provide volunteer opportunities.
· Support the vision of the church through local, regional, and global missions.
